¢ The abstract should be in English on a single page
(single A4 page maximum, all margins 3 cm, typing
area 15 cm wide by 23.5 cm long) in 12 pt Times or
Times New Roman. DO NOT send abstract within a
ruled box. DO NOT include diagrams or figures.

e Type title in CAPITAL LETTERS (12 pt Bold, 1.5
line spacing, centred), leave one line and type
authors name(s) and address(es) (12 pt, single line
spacing, centred). Underline presenting author.
Leave two lines and type abstract (12 pt, 1.5 line
spacing, justified to left and right margins).

» References should be cited in the text and listed
according to the format used for Analytica Chimica
Acta.
