The Fourth International Conference on Flow Analysis will be held in Las Vegas, Nevada on 18—21 April 1988. It will be
organized by Dr. Gilbert Pacey, Department of Chemistry, Miami University, Oxford, Ohio 45056, U.S.A.

The scope of the Conference will be similar to that of the Flow Analysis conferences held in Amsterdam, 1979, Lund, 1982,

and Birmingham, 1985, and will cover current research on all aspects on continuous flow analysis. The topics will include:
tnstrumentation for flow injection analysis and for continuous segmented and unsegmented flow analysis, including ap-
proaches to total automation;

' New detector systems and hybrid systems;

Theory of flow analysis;

* Applications in the separation techniques of flow analysis;

Use of flow analysis in process control;

Use of flow analysis in electrochemical detection.

The scientific program will consist of plenary and invited lectures, submitted research papers and posters, and working dem-
onstrations. Authors who wish to present papers should submit abstracts before 30 November 1987, The conference language
will be English.

There will be an exhibition of commercial instrumentation for flow analysis.

As with the earlier Conferences, the Proceedings wili be published in a special issue of Analytica Chimica Acta. Information
for authors will be provided in later announcements.

The Conference wili be held in the beautlful Troplcana Resort Hotel in Las Vegas Nevada, U.S.A. The Confersnce registra-
tion fee wil include meals, social events, and a copy of the Proceedings.

The Japanese Association for Flow Injection Analysis

According to the survey by Ruzicka and Hansen' the
number of papers on flow injection analysis (FIA) had
increased exponentially with time since 1975, amount-
ing to as many as 804 at the end of May [985. Their
survey highlighted that 20-30% of all papers published
annually over the past four years were from Japan. This
communication is to report briefly the activity of the
Japanese Association f{or Flow Injection Analysis
(cHairman, N. Ishibashi) which continues to play a
central role in accelerating such growth of F1A investi-
gations in Japan.?

‘ The Japanese Association for Flow Injection Analy-
sis started with about 200 members in January 1984
(262 members in April 1986) and celebrated the first
FIA meeting in Fukuoka (February 1984, chairman; N.
Ishibashi). The second FIA meeting in Osaka
(November 1984, chairman; T. Kojima), the third in
Nagoya (June 1985, G. Nakagawa), the fourth in Chiba
(December 1985, R. Kuroda) and the fifth in Okayama
(July 1986, K. Toei) followed. In each one-day FIA
meeting, cosponsored by The Japan Society [or
Analytical Chemistry, about 20 FIA lectures were
presented. Several manufacturers exhibited their FIA
instrumentations and reagents at the meetings. )

The FIA association publishes its own journal;
Journal of Flow Injection Analysis (ISSN 091 [-775X,
CODEN: JFIAEA). Two issues per year are currently
published in June and December (Vol I, No | and No
2in 1984: Vol 2, No | and No 2 in 1985: Vol 3, No |
and No 2 in 1986). The journal covers original
researches, reviews on selected topics, personal and
critical views on published data and future trends,

reports from FIA meetings and a bibliography. The
FIA association is now inviting contributions in
English as well as in Japanese. The research and
review articles in Japanese include titles, figures, tables
and summaries in English.  Manuscripts ready for
offset printing should be typed 1.5 spaced on white
papers (A4, 21X29.6 cm) with 3 cm margins and sent to
the editors (T. Imato, N. Ishibashi and N. Yoza).

Membership is open to all, regardless of nationality.
Member fee per year in 1986 is ¥ 3000 for domestic
members in Japan. Each issue of the Journal of Flow
Injection Analysis will be delivered free of charge to all
members. Extra charge will be needed for air delivery
of the Journal to members in foreign countries.
